he Bozeman Trail, sometimes called “The

Bloody Bozeman,” came into being in 1863

as a shortcut to Montana’s goldfields. The
Bozeman route was considerably shorter than the
route along the Oregon Trail to Idaho and then north
to Montana.

Major Robert Dunlap Clarke, a paymaster in
the U.S. Army, twice traveled along the Bozeman
Trail--once in 1867 and again in 1868--in order to
pay troops stationed at Forts Fetterman, Reno, Phil
Kearny, and C. E Smith. He recorded the events of
his journeys in two diaries, both held by the AHC,
which are the basis for this exhibit.
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he American Heritage Center (AHC) is

the University of Wyoming’s repository of

manuscripts and special collections, rare
books, and the university archives. Its collections
focus on Wyoming and the Rocky Mountain West
(including but not limited to politics, settlement,
and western trails), environment and conservation,
the mining and petroleum industries, air and rail
transportation, the performing arts (particularly
radio, television, film, and popular music), journal-
ism, and US military history.

Students and scholars from around the globe
use these collections for research. The AHC also
sponsors a wide range of scholarly and popular pro-
grams including lectures, concerts, symposia, and
exhibits.
